Course Title: Level 3 (1080) Advanced Technical Extended in Animal Management – Year 1 
 

Equipment required (including approximate costs if applicable): 
Students must ensure that they present themselves for practicals with suitable clean clothing.  
Boiler suit and steel toe-cap boots must be worn.  Practical uniform can be purchased via the online store. 
All clothing and equipment should be clearly marked with the owner’s name. 
Mobile phones are not permitted in ANY teaching areas for reasons of safety. 
All students with long hair must have this tied back during practical duties and no jewellery is permitted to be 
worn. Please DO NOT have new piercings during the academic year as it will compromise the completion of 
certain modules of your course. In addition, you will not be able to take part in practical sessions wearing 
acrylic nails. 
All valuables are left at your own risk. 
The college requires you to wear a college ID badge at all times whilst on campus for your own safety.
